The registration fee covers rehearsal & 
performance space, show licensing, script, T-shirt, props, sets, staffing and more. Actors 
provide their own costumes. Costumes can be put together inexpensively. We provide a 
costume suggestion list to help. Registration fees are non refundable.  
Fees can be submitted via Venmo or by mailing in a check. Those who register will 
receive an email on how to submit payment. Registration opens on August 22nd at 7:00 
PM on our website www.SSPtheatre.org  
 
Please note our new registration fee. With rising costs on space rental, show licensing and 
so many other things, we needed to raise our fee. As a small business, we do not have outside 
funding or scholarships, however, we do what we can to help children take part in our 
programs. Limited discounts will be available due to financial need. Fill out this Discount 
Application Form if you’d like to be considered for a discount. Applications are due by July 
25th.  
 
Commitment: Actors may have ONE CONFLICT with a regular rehearsal. Tech rehearsal and 
performances are mandatory. If your child cannot make it to Audition Day, please contact Steph 
prior to registering. Conflicts or potential conflicts need to be shared, prior to Audition Day.  
 
Being a part of a theatre production is a lot of work. With small cast sizes and no understudies, we 
need every actor/actress to put on the show. We ask that parents help their child to rehearse at 
home to memorize their lines and song lyrics and review their choreography. Videos will be 
shared that can be used to rehearse at home. For rehearsals that are missed, cast members are 
expected to connect with their director to find out what they should rehearse to be prepared for the next 
rehearsal. 
 
**Please note: We have an amazing small staff that have worked with a variety of children with 
various special needs. Please be advised that depending on the degree of the need and/or possible 
behavior issues, a parent may be asked to attend rehearsals regularly or on occasion to help their child.

● Shooting Starz auditions, rehearsals and teambuilding days are closed to parents (other 
than volunteers) and non-registered children.  

Prayer 
is optional. 

● All performances have ticketed audiences. Tickets will be $13 per person (plus an online 
fee). Children 3 and under are free.

● Volunteers are needed in many arenas- rehearsal volunteers, backstage volunteers, 
building sets and props, taking headshot photos, sound and light volunteers, help during 
performances and more!
